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Statement Issued by the 24th Arab Regional Conference

On the Importance of Holding Arab Regional Conferences In-Person

In line with the objectives of the 24th Arab Regional Conference aimed
at fostering eftective interaction and direct exchange of experiences
among participants, and in recognition of the importance of in-person
participation for the success of Arab Regional Conference activities, the
conference following its proceedings drafted this statement to be
submitted to the World Board affirming the importance of holding future
Arab Regional Conferences in an in-person format, based on the

following considerations:

1. Enhancing Organisational Focus

Limiting the conference to an in-person format contributes to more
eftective organisational and logistical efforts, and reduces the technical and
administrative complexities that may arise from combining both (in-person

and virtual format)

2. Ensuring Equal Participation Opportunities:

Past experiences have shown that the hybrid model leads to disparities in
participation quality, as remote participants struggle with limited
interaction, which weakens the impact of their involvement and

integration into discussions.

3. Reducing Technical Risks:

Hybrid conferences require complex and continuously ready

technological setups, making them more susceptible to malfunctions and



technical issues that may aftect the flow of sessions and the overall quality

of the conference experience.

Based on the above, the 24th Arab Regional Conference emphasises the
importance of holding upcoming Arab Regional Conferences in an in-
person format only and submits this statement to the World Board of

WAGGGS for their consideration.
